[image: ]The Adams County Health & Wellness Coalition (ACHWC) was formed in 2010 to help combat the staggering obesity and diabetes rates in the County. The “Coalition”, formerly the Adams County Obesity Task Force (2008-2010), is made up of local business stakeholders and researchers from the University of Cincinnati. Its mission is to improve the health and well-being of the children of Adams County and their families by assisting the community in creating a culture of wellness through increased physical activities and improved nutrition. 
The Adams County Health & Wellness Coalition, which falls under the umbrella of the Adams County Medical Foundation, is also supported by the Adams County Creating Healthy Communities Program. Funding for this program comes through the Preventive Health and Health Services Block Grant from the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention and is administered by the Ohio Department of Health’s Bureau of Healthy Ohio. The ACHWC functions as the Coalition for the Adams County Creating Healthy Communities Program.
Due to limited access to resources in the County, the Coalition counts on partnerships with many local worksites, community services agencies, schools and healthcare providers throughout the County (complete list of Coalition partners attached). Coalition partners, and their efforts and contributions to the health and wellness of all residents of Adams County, are in line with those of the ACHWC and maintain a very healthy collaboration. The Coalition seeks grant funding for numerous projects, some of which have included funding from Interact for Health, GE Foundation grants, Action for Healthy Kids, ODOT Safe Routes to School, and the University of Cincinnati’s Center for Clinical and Transitional Science and Training award.
Adams County Ohio is a quaint, rural area, located approximately 50 miles east of Cincinnati along the Ohio River, with a population of 28,550. One of the poorest counties in Ohio, approximately 23% of all residents live in poverty. 
According to the 2016 County Health Rankings and Roadmaps, Adams County has an overall health ranking of 87 and a health factor ranking of 86. This study further shows the rate of residents in Adams County as having ‘poor or fair health’ to be 20% (Ohio + 17%); adult obesity to be 28% (Ohio = 30%), 23% of adults smoke (Ohio = 21%), physical inactivity at 30% (Ohio = 26%), and one in three Adams County adults suffers from Diabetes. In terms of physical activity, more alarmingly are the rates at which residents in Adams County have access to exercise opportunities: 52%, versus the Ohio rate of 83%. Adams County exceeds the Ohio average in premature age-adjusted mortality at 490 (380 for Ohio), and 19% are food insecure. The 2004-2010 Ohio Department of Health report on Body Mass Index showed that Adams County’s third grader’s had a staggering rate of overweight/obesity of 48.3%. Additionally, Adams County has one of the highest rates of disabilities in the State.
Having received multiple grants in the past six (6) years for the development and implementation of programming to increase access to healthy eating, physical activity and tobacco-free spaces, the Coalition’s endeavors include community grocery store tours, worksite wellness physical activity challenges, nutritional counseling, a monthly radio show, and the development of ADA compliant fitness trails in Peebles and Seaman, allowing all children in the County and all residents of the community at large, access to structured physical activity. Some pieces of the fitness equipment installed are suitable for wheelchair-bound individuals to access. Most recently, the ACHWC is assisting with the completion of a skateboard park in the priority community of Peebles, development of a new ADA compliant walk path in West Union, introduction of healthy concession choices at County Schools’ sporting events and in late 2015, received a grant from The National Association of Chronic Disease Directors (NACDD) to build healthy communities specifically designed to include people with disabilities. 
The ACHWC also has an association with the researchers from the University of Cincinnati, and specifically Farrah Jacquez, PhD., whose research program focuses on partnering with communities to develop interventions to promote health equity. Jacquez’s current projects target health care access & quality, obesity, and mental health. This collaborative relationship has afforded the Adams County Health & Wellness Coalition opportunities for grant funding to help implement programming and carry out their mission, as well as credibility in the eyes of their peers. From this partnership, and the effort to develop these interventions, the ACHWC received an Academic-Community Research Partnership Award from the Center for Clinical and Transitional Science and Training at the University of Cincinnati, in 2012.
Each year, the Bureau of Healthy Ohio of the Ohio Department of Health recognizes the outstanding achievements of communities that implement health related policies and provide a healthy community environment with the Health Ohio Healthy Community Awards. In 2013, the ACHWC made their first application and subsequently was honored by receiving a Healthy Ohio Community Gold Award for their role in promoting good health for their residents. This award was a direct result of the partnerships and collaboration with the Adams County Health & Wellness Coalition. 
The ACHWC will continue to help all residents and children of Adams County take the important first steps toward a healthier lifestyle.

By-Laws 
Article I - Name
The name of this nonprofit organization is the Adams County Health and Wellness Coalition.
Article II – Location
Adams County Health and Wellness Coalition at 230 Medical Center Drive, Seaman, OH  45679
Article III - Purpose
Mission Statement: To improve the health and wellness of the children of Adams County and their families by assisting the community in creating a culture of wellness through increased physical activities and improved nutrition. 
Article IV – Membership
Membership in the Association shall be open as defined below:
A. Membership Classification
a. Organizational – organizational membership shall be available to any private, not-for-profit, profit, governmental, school, or public organization or business committed to the vision and mission of the Coalition.
b. Associate – associate membership is available to any individual committed to the vision and mission of the Coalition.
B. Application for Membership
a. An applicant for membership shall file a written letter of interest with the Coalition.  The application letter will be voted on by majority vote.  
b. Any organization or associate membership application can be made at any time of the year. 
Article V – Governance
Section 1. Finances - The direction and management of the financial affairs of the Coalition shall be overseen by the Adams County Medical Foundation, Inc. in coordination with the Health & Wellness Coalition membership.  Annual statements will be provided to the Coalition and upon request.
Section 2. By-Laws - The direction and management of the affairs of the Coalition shall be defined by the Adams County Medical Foundation, Inc., Code of Regulations and the By-Laws of the Coalition.



Section 3.  Regular Meeting-
The Coalition shall hold regular meetings on such schedule as may be established from time to time, but not less than four times in every year and at such time and place that may be designated by the Chair.
a) An attempt will be made to rotate the meetings to various locations within the County.
b) The membership will be notified by email in advance of the meetings.  The membership is required to update the Coalition with current contact information.
Section 4. Special Meetings
a) Special meetings of the Coalition may be called by the Chair. 
b) Special meetings shall be held at the places specified in such call or email.
Article VI – Officers
Section 1. Officers
The officers of the Coalition should be the Chair, Secretary, and Treasurer.
Section 2. Election
Officers shall be chosen annually by the membership with the exception of the Treasurer who is appointed by the Foundation Board.
Section 3. Term of Office
Coalition officers shall hold office for one (1) year and until their successors are elected and qualified.  There are no term limits.
Section 4. Duties of Officers  
a) Chair – The chair of the Coalition, shall have general governance and direction of the affairs of the Coalition, shall serve as Chairperson of the Coalition and preside at all meetings of the Coalition and shall be an ex-officio member of all committees.   He or she shall perform such other duties as the Coalition may require.  In the absence of the position of the Chair, the Coalition membership may appoint a replacement.  The Chair shall represent the organization publicly.  No other persons except the Chair shall represent the organization in any capacity unless specifically appointed to do so by the Chair.  The Chair shall have such other powers and perform such other duties as may be required by the position.
b) Secretary – The secretary will keep minutes of all official meetings and notify membership of upcoming meetings
c) Treasurer – The treasurer’s position will be filled by the Foundation Treasurer and will follow the Foundation’s guidelines.

Article VII – Committees
A. Public Relations/Communication/Community Outreach – The aim of the committee is to facilitate communication between the Coalition and the public.  
B. Membership – The committee will establish general policies and procedures to secure new members; to be responsible for the implementation of these programs; to coordinate membership promotion activities; to make and to serve the association as a sounding board on membership.
C. Finance – The Finance Committee shall oversee the Coalition’s financial planning, budgets and other financial matters.
D. By-Laws - The Bylaw committee is responsible for all issues and questions related to the bylaws.
E. Fundraising – The committee will lead the Coalition in efforts that attract money and services needed to carry out the mission of the organization.
F. Grants – This committee will help with seeking out grant opportunities and providing information that will assist with securing funding opportunities.  
G. Other committees may be appointed from time-to-time based on need.
Article VIII – Applying for Grants
This policy assigns the responsibilities for administering Foundation procedures for grant solicitation and development and for authorizing the submission of grant application proposals to external funders.   Any coalition member wishing to apply or submit any information for a Coalition grant must consult with the Executive Director of the Foundation before taking any action.

Our services are available to any resident of Adams County who requires them.  We have one office located in West Union and a traveling health van   (APPALACHIAN HOPE VAN).  The van serves 8 different sites in the county over the month, each Tuesday and Thursday.  The ACHD offers Nursing, Vital Statistics, and Environmental Health Services to all people. 

[image: ]Nursing services include immunizations, both for adults and children, Medical clinic for people without any type of health insurance, communicable disease reporting, health education, nurses in our county schools, hearing clinic, HIV and Hepatitis C testing, TB testing and follow-up, Bureau for Children with Medical Handicaps, Blood Pressure check, lead and hemoglobin testing, pregnancy testing, and  doctor ordered lab testing.

Vital statistic services include birth and death certificates, this includes offering birth certificates to people born in other counties of Ohio and genealogy records.
 
Environmental health services include private sewage systems, food service and retail food establishments inspections, nuisance investigations, private water systems and inspections of manufactured home parks, camps and RV’s, swimming pools and spas and institutional inspections, rabies and vector control, housing, infectious and hazardous waste inspections. 

Our agency’s mission is to maintain the health and well-being of the residents of Adams County, so this coalition is something we want to be a part of to work with other agencies to promote health and wellness.

 Again the health department promotes health and wellness for the county. & strengthening character through quality education.

Peebles Elementary School (PES), a part of the Adams County Ohio Valley School District, has been a member of the ACHWC for one year after the ACHWC reached out to all schools with an invitation to join their Coalition. They have begun implementing various staff wellness events, including a color run, to promote physical activity, which they opened up to students, as well. PES staff are planning other wellness initiatives in the coming year.

For students, PES offers healthy “extra” lunch items for students, provides free universal breakfast for all students.  Organize field day in the spring for all students.  A new after-school program, started in October 2016. A Blessings in a Backpack program is operating, serving 90+ at-risk children with food to take home with them over the weekend.

West Union Elementary (WUE) is a new worksite affiliated with the ACHWC, having joined less than two years ago. The WUE staff are a very energetic group, anxious to improve their health and wellness. They organize various staff challenges, have a walking club and participate in ACHWC wellness challenges. 

A new walk path, linking WUE with West Union High School is being used by staff for active living and active commute, and recently held a 5K run/walk that included the walk path. They have completed weight loss challenges and are interested in healthy eating strategies.

Karl Boerger and Emily Collett, Assistant Principals, ACHWC contacts for WUE, include many wellness strategies into their student population, also. They have implemented a 100-mile walking club and have had increasing student participation each year. At the end of each school year, an awards ceremony is held and students receive items that will afford them the opportunity to be physically active at home, including bicycles, balls, hula hoops, etc. WUE plans to include more wellness activities are planned for the coming year.

Another activity that incorporates the new walk path is a science project that utilizes the adjacent outdoor environment and an outdoor learning classroom.

While so doing, a wide variety of extra-curricular activities exist in which we encourage students to participate.
